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Now in the days of Ahasuerus, the Ahasuerus who
reioned from India to Ethiopia over 12/ provinces, 7 in
those days when King' Ahasuerus sal on his roval
throne in Susa, the citadel. 3 in the third vear of his
reion he gave a feasl for all his officials and servanls.
The army of Persia and Media and the nobles and
oovernors of the provinces were before him, 1 while he
showed the riches of his roval glory and the splendor
and pomp of his greatness for many days, 180 days.




[0 On the seventh day, when the heart of the king was
merry with wine, he commanded Mehuman, Biztha.
Harbona, Bigtha and Abagtha, Zethar and Carkas, the
seven eunuchs who served in the presence of King
Ahasuerus. Il to bring Queen Vashli before the king' with
her roval crown, in order to show the peoples and the
princes her beauly, for she was lovely lo look al. IZ But
Queen Vashli refused to come al the king's command
delivered by the eunuchs. Al this the King became
enraged, and his anger burned within him.




19 If it please the king: lel a roval order go oul from
him, and let it be writlen among the laws of the
Persians and the Medes so thal it may nol be repealed.
that Vashli is never again o come before King
Ahasuerus. And let the king' give her roval position to
another who is beller than she.




/0 So when the decree made by the king is proclaimed
throughout all his kingdom., for it is vasl, all women wiill
give honor lo their husbands, high and low alike.” 7I
This advice pleased the king' and the princes, and the
king' did as Memucan proposed. 77 He senl leltlers to all
the roval provinces, lo every province in ils own scripl
and to every people in ils own language. thal every man
be masler in his own household and speak according lo
the language of his people.

King's palace and putl in custody of Hegai, who had charge
of the women. 9 And the voung woman pleased him and
won his favor. And he quickly provided her with her
cosmelics and her portion of food. and with seven chosen
voungy women from the king's palace, and advanced her
and her voung women to the best place in the harem:.

as Mordecai was silling at the king's gale, Bigthan and
Teresh, two of the king's eunuchs, who guarded the
threshold, became angry and sought o lay hands on King
Ahasuerus.




/7. And this came to the knowledge of Mordecai, and he
lold it to Queen Lsther, and Esther told the king in the

name of Mordecai. Z3 When the aflair was investigated
and found o be so, the men were both hanged on the
gallows. And il was recorded in the book of the chronicles
in the presence ol the King:
